Topic 
Our topic this half term will be ‘Vikings’. This will be the focus for our history, geography  

and other foundation subjects. We will be finding out about Vikings and doing some exciting Art/DT work as well. 

English 
This term in English, we will begin by focusing on Our Tower by poet Joseph Coelho. Pupils will write poetry and a narrative as an 

outcome from their learning. They will be taught to apply their phonics knowledge skills when reading and writing. Handwriting will 

also be an ongoing focus this term. 

Reading 
In our reading lessons this term, we will continue to practice key comprehension skills whilst also improving our fluency when 

reading aloud. As a class we will be reading Grimwood by Nadia Shireen and we will have 3 group reading sessions with our little 

Wandle books. 

Maths 
Our focus of the term will be on multiplication and division and length and perimeter. This will involve multiplication arrays, 

identifying multiples, sharing and grouping and measuring. Pupils will also apply their skills in reasoning problems.  

Science 
Our topic this term is Light. Children will be learning about the different examples of light sources around us and the meaning of 

luminous and non-luminous.  

Music 
The pupils will have weekly music lessons where they will learn a variety of new music skills. In addition, pupils will get the 

opportunity to play different musical instruments as well as learn new songs.  

Art/DT 
We will be focusing on Vikings this half term. This will include painting and making moving pictures and toys.  

PE 
Our lessons will take place on Monday and Wednesday every week for Jupiter class. Please make sure PE kits are bought into school 

on a Monday and we will return it on a Friday. Our PE focus this term will be Dance! 

RE/PSHE
